Replacing the Expected Family Contribution (EFC) 
with the Student Aid  Index (SAI)  
 
Students and families will see a different measure 
of their ability to pay for  college and will also 
experience  a change in the methodology used to 
determine aid.  
 
The new formula removes the number of family 
members in college from the calculation but 

poverty standards.

WHAT’S NEXT?  

While the 2024 -2025 FAFSA won’t be available 
until December, you can still prepare by doing the 
following:  

�x If you are a dependent student and your 
parents are not married, determine which 
parent will need to complete the FAFSA . 

�x Each person completing or contributing to 
the FAFSA will need their own FSA ID . 

�x Make sure each person that needs to 
complete the FAFSA has completed their 
2022 income tax return if required . 

�x Create an FSA ID at studentaid.gov  for all 
contributors  including yourself , parent(s) or 
spouse.  

�x With the FSA ID, you can fill out and submit 
the FAFSA when it’s available, sign your 
Master Promissory Note (MPN), apply for 
repayment plans, complete loan 
counseling, and use the Public Service Loan 
Forgiveness Help Tool.  

�x Complete the FAFSA as soon as it opens in 
December !
