Risk Management Policy

Purpose

The purpose of this document is to provide concise standards for all chapters and councils at
Marquette University and shall be supplementary to inter/national policies, university policies,
and all federal, state, and local laws. This policy was created in adherence with university
policies and supports the North American Interfraternity Conference Alcohol and Drug
Guidelines. All Marquette students and recognized student organizations must comply with all
relevant policies and Marquette’s student code of conduct.

This policy applies to all fraternities and sororities, councils, new members, pledges, associate,
active, and initiated members. As well as visiting members from the same council or chapter,
and alumni as well as associated chapters at Marquette University. This policy’s purpose is to:

- Reduce risk and liability at sorority/fraternity/council functions.
- Assist social fraternities, sororities, and/or councils in the planning and execution of safe

a. Third Party Vendor: Provided and sold on a per-drink basis by a licensed and
insured third-party vendor (e.g., restaurant, bar, caterer, etc.); or
I.  The vendor must sign the Third-Party Vendor Form prior to the event and
must agree to the following:

1. The vendor must provide proof of proper license issued by the
appropriate local and/or state authority. This may include both a
liquor license and a temporary license to sell on the premises
where the event is to be held.

2. The vendor must provide a properly completed certificate of
insurance prepared by the insurance provider which specifies the
following insurance coverage:

a. General Liability insurance at a minimum of $1,000,000
per occurrence and $2,000,000 aggregate.

b. Off-premises liquor liability insurance within the stated
limits.

c. Non-owned and hired automobile liability insurance at a
minimum of $1,000,000.

d. The General Liability insurance must name “Marquette
